Welcome to Sixth Grade + Math!

Text: Mathematics Course 3 (Holt Publishers)

Course Description: This is an advanced sixth grade math class. Students will be covering grade seven materials in relation to the Michigan Grade Level Content Expectations. Various topics include understanding the basic principles of algebra as well as geometry, collecting and presenting data, and being able to find and use rates/rations appropriately. Material will cover chapters one through seven, nine, and chapters eleven through thirteen. 
Materials Needed: Students need to come to class prepared every day. I am asking that students purchase their own three subject spiral notebook. This notebook will be used for notes and journal writes.  Students need to bring this notebook along with their text book, agenda, pencil, red correcting pen, and any homework assigned to class everyday. 
Grades: Students’ grades will be based on four areas. These areas include: 
· Project assessments and tests: 40%

· Quizzes: 25%

· Homework: 25%

· Journal assignments/Weekly story problems: 10%

Note: Project assessments and tests will vary in points. Quizzes will be given on a regular basis after every couple of lessons taught. Journal entries and story problems will be given on a weekly basis. All work is due the next school day, unless stated otherwise. Homework will be based on a 4 point scale: 

Students who receive an 80% or above on their homework will receive 4 points.
Students who receive between 50%-79% will receive 3 points.
Students who receive below 49% and/or is one day late will receive 2 points.
Students who turn in their homework more than one day late, but still handed in before the deadline (quiz day) will receive 1 point.  

Homework not handed in before the deadline will result in 0 points.
Absences: Students are responsible for getting all of their missed work. Students will have one extra day to complete work for every day he or she is absent.

Grade Updates: Students will be required to record their assignments in their agenda everyday. You can always check their agenda to see if I have written you a note. Edline is also an excellent way to keep you up to date with your child’s progress. Please allow one to two weeks for grades to be updated. More information will be given about Edline once the year gets underway. Progress reports will also be sent home every few weeks or as needed.
